Reading Exodus 16:4–8 

L A reading from Exodus, the sixteenth 

chapter.  

 Then the LORD said to Moses, “Behold, I am 

about to rain bread from heaven for you, and the 

people shall go out and gather a day’s portion 

every day, that I may test them, whether they will 

walk in my law or not. On the sixth day, when 



they prepare what they bring in, it will be twice 

as much as they gather daily.” So Moses and 

Aaron said to all the people of Israel, “At 

evening you shall know that it was the LORD 

who brought you out of the land of Egypt, and in 

the morning you shall see the glory of the LORD, 

because he has heard your grumbling against the 

LORD. For what are we, that you grumble against 

us?” And Moses said, “When the LORD gives 

you in the evening meat to eat and in the 

morning bread to the full, because the LORD has 

heard your grumbling that you grumble against 

him—what are we? Your grumbling is not 

against us but against the LORD.”

Reading 1 Kings 17:7–16 

 And after a while the brook dried up, because 

there was no rain in the land. 

 Then the word of the LORD came to him, 

“Arise, go to Zarephath, which belongs to Sidon, 

and dwell there. Behold, I have commanded a 

widow there to feed you.” So he arose and went 

to Zarephath. And when he came to the gate of 

the city, behold, a widow was there gathering 

sticks. And he called to her and said, “Bring me a 

little water in a vessel, that I may drink.” And as 

she was going to bring it, he called to her and 

said, “Bring me a morsel of bread in your hand.”

          Trust in God to Provide Our Daily Bread 
 
Reading Luke 9:10–17 

 On their return the apostles told him all that 

they had done. And he took them and withdrew 

apart to a town called Bethsaida. When the 

crowds learned it, they followed him, and he 

welcomed them and spoke to them of the 

kingdom of God and cured those who had need 

of healing. Now the day began to wear away, and 

the twelve came and said to him, “Send the 

crowd away to go into the surrounding villages 

and countryside to find lodging and get 

provisions, for we are here in a desolate place.” 

But he said to them, “You give them something 

to eat.” They said, “We have no more than five 

loaves and two fish—unless we are to go and buy 

food for all these people.” For there were about 

five thousand men. And he said to his disciples, 

“Have them sit down in groups of about fifty 

each.” And they did so, and had them all sit 

down. And taking the five loaves and the two 



fish, he looked up to heaven and said a blessing 

over them. Then he broke the loaves and gave 

them to the disciples to set before the crowd. 

And they all ate and were satisfied. And what 

was left over was picked up, twelve baskets of 

broken pieces.

Reading John 6:35–41 

 Jesus said to them, “I am the bread of life;

But I 

said to you that you have seen me and yet do not 

believe. All that the Father gives me will come to 

me, and whoever comes to me I will never cast 

out. For I have come down from heaven, not to 

do my own will but the will of him who sent me. 

And this is the will of him who sent me, that I 



should lose nothing of all that he has given me, 

but raise it up on the last day. For this is the will 

of my Father, that everyone who looks on the 

Son and believes in him should have eternal life, 

and I will raise him up on the last day.”
