HAVE YOU HEARD ABOUT SCRIP?

At Immanuel we have a program where you buy gift cards and
then a percent of what you buy goes into an account to help
pay your child’s tuition or hot lunch. The card that you
purchase is for the full value of what you purchased. What
happens is that the business you are buying the gift certificate
from gives a portion of their proceeds back to the school.
Disbursement from this account is done 2 or 3 times a year by
the scrip coordinator, Stacie Soleta. Both local and national
businesses participate. Scrip orders are due Mondays by 8:30
a.m. to the church or school office and they will be ready to be
picked up the following Monday. There is a one dollar
processing fee that enables us to give the whole percentage
back to families.
